Once a year, representatives from each of the 240 Baptist churches in New Zealand
meet together in one place to worship, pray, korero/discuss, make key decisions and
fellowship together.

Their calling is to equip Christians to think, lead, and serve in ways that will
advance God'’s mission in this world. They specialise in training people preparing for
pastoral and missional leadership (on-site or by distance), but also provide a range of
training pathways for anyone wanting to grow in their faith and participate more fully in
God’s work in renewing this world.

Carey also offer Pastoral Leadership (PL) and Youth Pastoral Leadership (YPL) training.
The programme consists of a three year Diploma in Pastoral Leadership (which can also
be done on-site or by distance). The PL and YPL tracks provide intentional development
of biblical knowledge, spiritual life, self-awareness, leadership skills and preaching.
